Fencing Guidelines
 
 
1. All fences should be Shadow Box or Board-on-Board design; vinyl, pressure treated pine, cypress or cedar.
2. Posts for fence are to face inside of applicant's property and "good side" of fence is to face out.
3. Fencing can be a maximum of six feet in height all around except: On water front lots, fence shall be three or four feet high across the rear property line and shall transition from six feet high along side property lines to three or four feet in height.  Transition shall begin the last ten feet of the side fences (as it approaches the rear property line).
4. Height, size and type of fence should be noted on the ARB Form along with a copy of your permit with survey detailing fence specifics.
5.  Setbacks: Minimum 10' from front face of house.  Setbacks on corner lots must comply with Orange County Setback requirements.  Corner lots will be reviewed on an individual basis.
